ORGANISING AUTHORITY


The Organising Authority is the Royal Corinthian Yacht Club (RCYC) on behalf of the Arrow Trophy Yacht Racing Association (ATYRA).

RULES

The Regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS 2009 – 2012) and the Boat Handling Rules. Subject to the approval of the RYA, an amended version of Experimental Appendix Q (Umpired Fleet Racing Rules) will apply.

ELIGIBILITY


The event is open to all ATYRA approved entrants and participating crews must be old boys or old girls of schools which are members of ATYRA.

CREW


The maximum number of crew is to be 8 and the minimum number 6, including the skipper.  Crew numbers must remain unchanged throughout the Regatta.

INSURANCE


All entrants shall hold a current certificate of insurance that covers them during the period of the Regatta for third party claims of not less that £2,000,000 sterling. The Sunsail boats are insured for racing. There is a £2,000 security deposit with Sunsail, which is the responsibility of the skipper. See Sunsail Booking Form.

BOATS


The boats will be Sunfast 37s that are chartered from Sunsail (UK). Boats may be allocated by a draw supervised by ATYRA. Each boat is subject to a damage excess of £2,000 any apportionment of which should be agreed after a hearing between the parties to a collision causing damage. Failing this, the ATYRA management committee will arbitrate the apportionment at their sole discretion.

RACING AREA


Races will start from a Committee Boat in the Central Solent.

soon as possible after each race has been completed.

The first four boats on points from the above fleet races will proceed to a match racing competition on the Sunday starting from a committee boat. The Warning Signal for the first race will be at 10.00 hrs.

For the remainder of the fleet, two fleet races on the Sunday starting from a committee boat. The


Warning Signal for the first race will be 10.00 hrs. The Warning Signal for the second race will be 


as soon as possible after the first race has been completed.
